BACKGROUND

How COVID-19 spreads:

When someone who has COVID-19 coughs or exhales they release droplets of infected fluid. Most of these droplets fall on nearby surfaces
and objects - such as desks, tables or telephones. People could catch COVID-19 by touching contaminated surfaces or objects — and then
touching their eyes, nose or mouth. If they are standing within one meter of a person with COVID-19 they can catch it by breathing in droplets
coughed out or exhaled by them. In other words, COVID-19 spreads in a similar way to flu. Most persons infected with COVID-19 experience
mild symptoms and recover. However, some go on to experience more serious illness and may require hospital care. Risk of serious illness
rises with age: people over 40 seem to be more vulnerable than those under 40. People with weakened immune systems and people with
conditions such as diabetes, heart and lung disease are also more vulnerable to serious illness. (WHO guidance Getting Your Workplace

On 16 April the Government presented five tests for easing measures'®. These are:

Protect the NHS's ability to cope. We must be confident that we are able
to provide sufficient critical care and specialist treatment right across
the UK.

See a sustained and consistent fall in the daily death rates from
COVID-19 so we are confident that we have moved beyond the peak.

Reliable data from SAGE showing that the rate of infection is decreasing
to manageable levels across the board.

Be confident that the range of operational challenges, including testing
capacity and PPE, are in hand, with supply able to meet future demand.

Be confident that any adjustments to the current measures will not risk
a second peak of infections that overwhelms the NHS.

Once it is confirmed by the Government that it is safe to
begin a phased return for an increased number of pupils the
following risk assessment will be considered by the
governors of The Trinity Federation.

Assuming approval is given, the school will not open to
priority groups (Nursery, Reception, Year 1 or Year 6) until
the week beginning 8™ June 2020 at the earliest and then
there will be a phased reintroduction of pupils from the
following year groups on the following days during that week;

Nursery and Reception: from Monday .
Year 1: from Wednesday
Year 6: from Friday

This staged and cautious approach will ensure that any new,
unforeseen risks can be identified and responded to by staff
before numbers increase further. It allows time for any
systems to be reviewed and any changes to be
communicated as necessary before numbers increase.

After all the above priority year groups have been
reintroduced these groups will be able to attend full-time (with
the exception of nursery who usually attend part time)
Monday — Friday lunchtime but with staggered start and finish
times (See Table 1 Section D)

> Please do not arrive early as it's imperative
that we reduce contact between adults and
bubbles.

> Social distancing lines will be painted at
each entrance point.

> Parents and children must not breach these
boundaries.

> Prior to entering the building, each child will
sanitise their hands.

» Parents must leave the school premises as
soon as their child is under the care of a
staff member.

» Only one adult is permitted to drop off a
child.

COLLECTION:
> Please do not arrive late (see above)

» Please wait at the queuing area or where
your child was dropped off, observing social
distancing and a member of staff will release
your child to you.

> Only one adult is permitted to collect a child.

» If a member of staff needs a private
discussion with you, this will be via a phone
call.

> If your child needs to leave the site early (i.e.
if they become unwell) you will be given
instructions on where to collect your child via
a phone call.

As per the Government guidance, parents are not permitted
to enter the school site unless there is an urgent, pre-
arranged need. Staff will be available each day for phone
calls and emails to discuss any aspects of concern.

Visitors will not be permitted to come into the school building
unless their visit is essential to the safe running of the school
and their involvement cannot be carried out in any other
manner off site. Where it is an external contractor they should
be able to share their employer’s risk assessment with the

contact alert.

All deliveries or external mail will be kept at school gates and
a poster will be displayed for delivery person to ring and
inform school office. If a signature is required this will be
done by socially distancing at the school gate.

Classroom entry and exit routes have been determined and
appropriate signage in place.

The school site has one central, wide corridor which will be
divided along its centre for two way pedestrian traffic to keep
to their left — the use of this corridor will be kept to a minimum
by the use of external routes where a safe alternative. There
are two shorter, narrower corridors which will predominantly
only be used by one specific bubble of children. Again, staff
will limit movement along these narrower corridors by
planning alternative safe external routes where possible.

No class needs to walk through another classroom to access
their own area as external doors will be used.

Staggered breaks and lunchtimes will ensure no groups of
children are passing in close proximity.

Year 6 have their own toilets near to their classroom area. (If
more than 1 x Y6 bubble is necessary, these toilets will have
cubicles allocated to each Y6 bubble). Year 1 bubbles will
have access to their own toilets in KS1 area with individual
cubicles clearly labelled for each bubble. If a second Y1
group is required, it will need to be allocated specific cubicles
on the first floor — coordinated with TMBSS using The Grove
Hub. NB: If only one child attending The Grove Hub then the
staff toilet can be allocated to TMBSS. EYFS/Nursery group
have their own toilets.

Arrangements and expectations for staff who are working

Consideration given to staffing roles and responsibilities with
regards to the continued remote provision alongside in-
school provision. This aspect is led by the Director of
Teaching and Learning who is non-‘bubble’ based to ensure
a continued focus on remote learning can be maintained for
those children who are not attending school.

There has been carefully considered redeployment of staff to
support the effective working of the school particularly where
cover is required for staff who are shielding or in a vulnerable
group and are therefore working from home. Staff who are
redeployed within their school have been determined to have
the skills required to carry out their roles.

Where TA'’s are leading groups, teaching staff remotely
deployed to provide planning and close remote support along

with AHoS and DTL.

If redeployment is taking place staff are aware of controls and
processes in respect of tasks they are unfamiliar with.

The Trinity Federation acknowledge that members of staff
that are pregnant fall into the clinically vulnerable group
identified by the NHS.

The Royal College of Obstetricians & Gynaecologists have
produced guidance which includes specific guidance for
public facing roles. This advises that pregnant women who
can work from home should do so. Provision for pregnant

In the unlikely circumstance that pregnant members of staff
cannot work from home in the future, they will be offered the
safest available on-site roles, staying 2 metres away from
others wherever possible. Where this is necessary, we will
undertake a further risk assessment involving occupational
health, to determine whether individual women who are
pregnant can continue working in public facing roles.

The Government advice with regards to face coverings is;
‘They do not need to be worn outdoors, while exercising, in
schools, in workplaces such as offices and retail, by those
who may find them difficult to wear, such as children under
two or primary aged children who cannot use them without
assistance, or those who may have problems breathing while
wearing a face covering.”

If a child is awaiting collection, they should be moved, if
possible, to the main office area disabled toilet where they
can be isolated with appropriate adult supervision from a 2m
distance. Ideally, the door should be opened for ventilation. If
it is not possible to isolate them, move them to an area which
is at least 2 metres away from other people;

No other children or staff enter this area until the pupil has
been collected and it has been cleaned. The area should be
cleaned and disinfected using standard cleaning products
before being used by anyone else;

PPE should be worn by staff caring for the child while they
await collection if a distance of 2 metres cannot be
maintained (such as for a very young child or a child with
complex needs);

In an emergency, call 999 if they are seriously ill or injured or
their life is at risk. The person must not visit the GP,
pharmacy, urgent care centre or a hospital;

If a member of staff has helped someone who was unwell
with a new, continuous cough or a high temperature, they do
not need to go home unless they develop symptoms
themselves (and in which case, a test is available) or the
child subsequently tests positive. They should wash their
hands thoroughly for 20 seconds after any contact with
someone who is unwell. Cleaning the affected area with
normal household disinfectant after someone with symptoms
has left will reduce the risk of passing the infection on to
other people;

All staff and pupils/ children who are attending the school
setting will have access to a test if they display symptoms of
coronavirus and are encouraged to get tested in this
scenario;

Where the child, pupil or staff member tests negative, they
can return to their school and the fellow household members
can end their self-isolation;

Where the child, pupil or staff member tests positive, the rest
of their bubble be sent home and advised to self-isolate for
14 days. The other household members of that wider class or
group do not need to self-isolate unless the child, young
person or staff member they live with in that group
subsequently develops symptoms.

Informaion for Parentf all Children Attending ScHedune2020

The following health and safety measures will be taken. Please note that these plans are subject to change depending on changes in DfE
guidance or health and safety requirements:

2. Children have currently been put into small groups (bubbles) with a maximum of 10 per group. Where the room does not allow for safe
social distancing with this number, the group size is smaller.

3. The bubbles of children will be allocated members of staff that they will be working with as consistently as possible.

Bubbles of children will not be allowed to mix at any part of the day to prevent the spread of the infection across bubbles. This
means that lunch times and break times will be staggered.

5. Signage to remind parents at drop off and pick up times of social distancing requirements so that large groups do not congregate.

It is imperative that every parent adheres to the drop off and collection time expectations and always maintains a 2m distance between
other families.

DROP OFF:
> Please do not arrive early as it's imperative that we reduce contact between adults and bubbles.
Social distancing lines will be painted at each entrance point.
Parents and children must not breach these boundaries.
Prior to entering the building, each child will sanitise their hands.
Parents must leave the school premises as soon as their child is under the care of a staff member.
» Only one adult is permitted to drop off a child.
COLLECTION:
> Please do not arrive late (see above)

> Please wait at the queuing area or where your child was dropped off, observing social distancing and a member of staff will
release your child to you.

> Only one adult is permitted to collect a child.
> If a member of staff needs a private discussion with you, this will be via a phone call.

» If your child needs to leave the site early (i.e. if they become unwell) you will be given instructions on where to collect your child
via a phone call.

As per the guidance, parents are not permitted to enter the school site unless there is an urgent, pre-arranged need. Of
course we will be available each day for phone calls and emails to discuss any aspects of concern.

Children will play outside at break and lunchtimes only with their bubble. They will be in a zoned area specifically for their bubble (and
adult supervisors) only.

Each bubble will have their own set of playground equipment to play with. This will be wiped down at the end of each day. Children
will not be allowed to play any contact games such as football. Playground climbing equipment cannot be used by any children.

Children will eat lunch in their classroom or outside to allow for maximum distancing at this time and to avoid the need for children to
gueue. Therefore, there will be no hot lunch provision on site. For the week beginning June 15 please send your child with a packed
lunch. From 8™ June AiP will be able to provide pre-ordered packed lunches.

Children who bring a packed lunch from home may only bring it in a disposable paper or plastic bag and it will all be thrown away at
the close of lunchtime.

Every classroom will be organised to try to ensure children are kept socially distanced and learning activities will be carefully planned
to allow for this.

Every child will have their own individual table and chair that is distanced from other children. Children will usually be expected to
remain at their desk in the classroom, unless directed to an individual activity by a staff member.

Children will have their own pack of stationery kept in a tray on their desk throughout the day. These will be cleaned at the end of the
day by a staff member.

Shared resources and classroom equipment will be thoroughly cleaned at the end of the day.
Tables, door handles and light switches will be cleaned by staff during the day.
School resources such as reading books and homework books or sheets cannot be sent home with the children.

Please be aware that we cannot guarantee that children will socially distance from each other or staff because of their age
and the school site although it will be encouraged.

Children will wash their hands or apply hand sanitiser (provided by school) when entering school at the start of the day and after
break/lunch/PE/forest school activities. If your child has an allergy to hand sanitiser, please inform the school office by email.

Strict hygiene measures will be adhered to throughout the day, including regular hand washing/sanitising.

Where possible, the use of toilet facilities will be restricted so that only one child is in the toilets at the same time. Please be advised
that due to limited number of available toilets for each bubble we cannot always guarantee this.

Each bubble of children will have access to their own toilets and will not be able to use toilets allocated to other bubbles.

Where appropriate, children will be supported to wash their hands by a member of staff.

Our behaviour policy has been reviewed to take into account COVID-19 guidance and includes the exclusion of any children who
deliberately put others at risk (e.g. coughing or spitting at others) and children who will not (as opposed to cannot) comply with social

distancing and hygiene expectations. This addendum will be published on our school website following formal approval from
governors.

Please note that school may need to be closed for some bubbles if there is significant staff shortages due to illness, during this time.

What we ask of you:

1.

If your child, or any member of your household suffers from any symptoms of COVID-19 at any time, you must self-isolate at home.
We can arrange for a test to take place and your child will be permitted to come back to school if this comes back as negative for the
child and all members of the household. If any child tests positive, they will need to isolate for 7 days and their bubble (both adults and
children) will have to isolate for 14 days.

If children are bringing their own packed lunch, that this is brought in a plastic or paper bag that can be thrown away at the end of
lunchtime.

Children should bring a named water bottle each day that returns home each day to be thoroughly washed we are unable to fill water
bottles so children can bring more than one bottle if needed.

Please strictly adhere to all timings and social distancing when collecting/dropping off your child. Please leave the school site
immediately and do not stop to talk to other parents as this will prevent the safe drop off and collection of other pupils and will make
social distancing on and around the school site very difficult.

If you wish to speak to a member of staff, please telephone the school. No parents will be permitted to enter the school building. We
will, of course, be available to speak to via telephone or email.

Please do not send your child in with a bag, pencil case or equipment. For younger children, a bag with a change of clothes can be
brought in on the first day and left in school.

Children must attend school in a clean school uniform each day. We understand that some children may have grown out of their
uniform so a close alternative is accepted.

It is essential that any families who are sending their children into school, adhere to strict social distancing outside of school, and
follow all of the current guidance related to this.

All of the above measures are being taken to ensure the safest possible environment for your child and in accordance with current DfE
guidance. We will always work very hard to continue to provide a happy, comforting and secure environment to limit any anxiety and fears



your child (and you) may have and help them to enjoy their time in school. As always, your child’s emotional wellbeing is of the utmost
importance to us. We would really appreciate it if you were able to explain to your child that school will run differently to how it did prior to the

partial closure and things they take for granted like holding hands and sitting/learning alongside each other will not be able to happen. We
will also talk to and reassure the children at school.

These measures will be kept under review, and further additions made in the light of further risk assessments.
